B - Mons - Likely location of Ockeghem’s early musical training.

1417 - Church Reunited after Papal Schism

C - Antwerp - Ockeghem’s first appointment on record: 1443

D - Moulin - Worked for Charles I, Duke of Bourbon 1446 - 1448 in the Ducal Chapel

E - Paris - Worked for the French Court from 1451 until his death in 1497

1453 - Battle of Castillon ends the Hundred Year’s War.

F - Tours - Appointment as Treasurer of St. Martin de Tours in 1458. The king’s hunting lodge was nearby.
G - Cambrai - Dufay’s home. Ockeghem visited in 1462 and 1464. Ockeghem’s home Diocese.

H - Bruges and I - Dammes: Ockeghem visited here on presumably Royal business in 1484.
